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1: INTRODUCTION 

This guide has been produced as part of the Tayforth Workforce Planning Project.  The project 

included a survey of service providers and learning providers within the Tayforth area.  The 

responses from learning providers form the basis of the guide. 

The aims for developing the guide were: 

¶ to give employers and individual workers specific information about what learning 

provision is currently available in Tayforth.   

¶ to provide an overall picture of current provision to support the work of Tayforth Learning 

Network.   

There are seven further education colleges and two universities based within the network area, 

together with numerous independent learning providers.  It is hoped that the guide will both 

inform the work plan for the Learning Network, and also support further collaboration between 

employers and learning providers to meet workforce planning needs

¶ centre details: type of centre and contact details 

¶ the learning programmes provided both for registration and CPD 

There are two categories of learning provision in the guide:  

¶ Qualifications that meet SSSC requirements for registration 

¶ Learning programmes that support registration or Continuing Professional 

Development 

Contact details are provided for those who wish to obtain more detailed information. 

Where available, admission details for learning programmes are included.  Please note that not all 

centres will be able to accept applications due to capacity restrictions.  Some centres may accept 

applications from, and work with individual candidates, but some may only work directly with 

organisations.  This will apply particularly to service providers who are also learning providers.  It 

should be noted that not all Learning Providers operating in Tayforth are included, as some have 

indicated that they do not wish to be part of the guide.  Information is also included about SSSC 

registration requirements.

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3: SCOTTISH CREDIT AND QUALIFICATIONS FRAMEWORK (SCQF) 

The central aims of the Scottish Credit and Qualifications Framework (SCQF) are to: 

¶ Enable employers, learners, and the public in general to understand the full range of 

Scottish qualifications, how they relate to each other, and how different types of 

qualifications can contribute to improving the skills of the workforce 

¶ Help people of all ages and circumstances access appropriate education and training over 

their lifetime to fulfil their personal, social and economic potential. 

The SCQF helps to make the relationships between qualifications clearer.  It can clarify entry and 

exit points and routes for progression within and across education and training sectors.  It also 

helps maximise the opportunities for credit transfer.  In these ways it will assist learners to plan 

their progress and learning. 

The Scottish Credit and Qualifications Framework has 12 Levels ranging from National 

Qualifications at Access SCQF Level 1 up to Doctorate at Level 12.  Between Levels 1 and 12 the 

associated learning becomes more complex making increasingly greater demands on the learner.  

Increases in Level from 2 - 12 relate to factors such as: 

¶ the complexity and depth of knowledge and understanding  

¶ links to associated academic, vocational or professional practice  

¶ the degree of integration, independence and creativity required  

¶ the range and sophistication of application/practice  

¶ the role(s) taken in relation to other learners/workers in carrying out tasks  

Credit points are used to quantify learning outcomes and give them a value or currency. They are a 

way of showing how much time it takes, on average, to complete a qualification or learning 

programme. Along with the level descriptors, they allow learners, learning providers and 

employers to compare different qualifications at the same or even different levels.  

Credit points quantify the outcomes of learning that are subject to valid, reliable methods of 

assessment. The number of points is worked out on the basis of the amount of time that an 

'average' learner at a specified level might expect to take to achieve the outcomes. In common 

with other credit systems, the SCQF works on the basis that one credit point represents the 

amount of learning achieved through a notional 10 hours of learning time which includes 

everything a learner has to do to achieve the outcomes in a qualification including the assessment 

procedures. 

The Framework also provides an extremely important way of recognising 'outcome-based 

learning' (learning that is related to things that you can do) and 'quality-assured learning' (learning 

that has been assessed and checked by someone else) in a wide range of settings (for example, 

learning in the workplace or in the community).

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4: NATIONAL OCCUPATIONAL STANDARDS  

National Occupational Standards (NOS) describe competent performance in terms of outcomes. 

They allow a clear assessment of competence against nationally agreed standards of performance, 

across a range of workplace circumstances for all roles.  NOS are produced by Sector Skills Councils 

(SSCs), in consultation with the sectors they serve.  They are used widely to support individual and 

organisational development and quality assurance at all levels. They provide benchmarks of good 

practice across the UK.  NOS also form the basis of qualifications, most commonly National 

Vocational Qualifications (NVQs) and Scottish Vocational Qualifications (SVQs).  

5: SCOTTISH QUALIFICATIONS AUTHORITY (SQA) 

SQA is an executive non-departmental public body (NDPB) sponsored by the Scottish Government 

Schools Directorate.  It is the national body in Scotland responsible for the development, 

accreditation, assessment and certification of qualifications other than degrees. 

The overall aim of the SQA is to manage the qualifications system below degree level to allow 

students to fulfil their potential to participate in the economy, society and communities of 

Scotland. 

6: SCOTTISH SOCIAL SERVICES COUNCIL 

The Scottish Social Services Council (SSSC) was established in October 2001 by the Regulation of 

Care (Scotland) Act. It is responsible for registering people who work in the social services and 

regulating their education and training.  

Registration will increase the protection of people who use services by ensuring that the 

workforce is properly trained, appropriately qualified and effectively regulated. 

SSSC Objectives 

¶ to protect those who use services  

¶ to raise standards of practice  

¶ to strengthen and support the professionalism of the workforce  

SSSC Responsibilities 

¶ to set up registers of key groups of social service staff  

¶ to publish Codes of Practice for social service workers and employers  

¶ to regulate the training and education of the workforce  

¶ to promote education and training  

¶ to undertake the function of the Sector Skills Council in Scotland (Skills for Care and 

Development)

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7.1: Scottish Vocational Qualifications (SVQ)  

Scottish Vocational Qualifications (SVQs) and National Vocational Qualifications (NVQs) are 

vocational qualifications.  On achievement the learner can claim not only to have gained the 

knowledge and understanding required but also to have demonstrated workplace competence. 

SVQs are all about competence to do a specific job or range of jobs and the qualification is 

awarded normally on the basis of workplace assessment. Although most qualifications have a 

knowledge requirement, there is no specific education or training requirement.  

SVQs are derived from National Occupational Standards (NOSs) accredited by the Scottish 

Qualifications Authority (SQA) in Scotland.  In England, Wales and Northern Ireland NVQs are 

accredited by the Qualification and Curriculum Authority (QCA).

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7.2: Higher National Certificates (HNC) and Higher National Diplomas (HND) 

Higher National courses provide both the practical skills needed to do a job and the theoretical 

knowledge employers expect. All courses are made up of Higher National Unit credits (one credit 

represents roughly 40 hours of timetabled learning). 

HNCs are made up of 12 credits and usually take one year to complete. 

HNDs are made up of 30 credits and usually take two years to complete

7.3: Professional Development Awards (PDA) 

SQA Professional Development Awards (PDAs) are designed to develop and deliver flexible 

qualifications that are applicable at all stages of career development.  They are focused on 

professional/vocational, work-based or work-related skills development, and support Continuing 

Professional Development (CPD).  Professional Development Awards are available at SCQF levels 6 

ς 12. 

At SCQF level 6 a PDA will be made up of Units with a minimum credit value of 12 SCQF credit 

points. 

At SCQF levels 7 ς 12 PDAs will: 

¶ be made up of a minimum credit value of 16 SCQF credit points  

¶ be made up of at least two Units  

¶ will have at least half the SCQF credit points at the level of the Group Award  

¶ will be made up of mandatory and/or optional Units which reflect the title of the Group 

Award  

¶ will be aligned to National Occupational Standards, or other professional body standards, 

as appropriate to the Group Award area

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7.4 Scottish Progression Awards (SPA)  

Scottish Progression Awards are designed to provide basic skills which will be attractive to 

employers and which candidates can build upon when working towards achieving a full SVQ.  

However unlike SVQs there is no requirement to produce evidence from the workplace.  They can 

provide practical work experience opportunities as well as developing real skills that are valid and 

relevant to the world of work.  They may contain SVQ, National or Higher National Qualification 

Units or a combination of these.

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7.6: Degree and post graduate programmes

Degrees.  Degree programmes normally take between 3 and 5 years to complete. 

Post Graduate Certificates and Diplomas are set at SCQF level 11 and normally take between 1 and 

2 years to complete.

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9: SSSC REQUIREMENTS FOR REGISTRATION  

 

9.1: Registration 

The Register of Social Service Workers in Scotland opened on 1 April 2003.  The SSSC state that

9.2: Registration requirements 

To register, a worker must satisfy the criteria for registration, which includes holding the 

appropriate qualifications for the job they do and being able to evidence good character. 

The SSSC maintains details of which qualifications meet the requirements for registration for each 

group of workers.  Social Services workers are registered by the function that they carry out in 

their job, rather than their job title.  Details of the qualifications relevant to each function can be
